Railway construction requires knowledge

The putting together of railway
construction elements could be
compared with a puzzle.
However, knowledge of technical
features alone is not sufficient.
The ability to take account of dis-
tinct external factors and diverse
peripheral conditions is of great
importance.
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In a concrete situation, geogra-
phic factors called for special
handling. The pressing of two
new steel bridge infrastructures
and removal of old bridge infra-
structures was only possible by
way of the tracks. The assembly
was in turn carried out with
Europe’s largest track cranes.
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Two further bridges were con-
structed beside the train tracks
and then inserted into them.
Interruption of the train service
could be reduced to just a few
days thanks to just good pre-
paration and planning.
